Something Fun With a Positive Impact! 
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“PLEASE, encourage 
everyone you know TO 
VOTE and you too, dear 
one....search your heart 

and GO VOTE!”   
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“Only since 1920 have women 
been allowed to vote.” 

It might sound hard to believe, 
but women in America have 
been voting for only 80 years. 

That's right. Only since 1920 
have women been allowed to 
vote. The Nineteenth Amend-
ment to the Constitution gave 
women the right to vote. 

Why did this happen? Isn't 
America the land where "all 
men are created equal"? Well, 

yes and no. Since men have run 
the country and were in charge 
of passing the laws since our 
country began, they believed 
that women's place was in the 
home, not in politics. This be-
lief extended to voting. The 
men who made the laws be-
lieved that their wives and 
daughters and mothers weren't 
informed enough about the 
men running for office to de-
cide for themselves whom to 
vote for. So, women couldn't 
vote. 

In fact, it wasn't entirely clear 
in the early days of the United 
States whether women could 
vote. So the state legislatures 
passed laws saying that women 
couldn't vote. 

Wyoming, in 1807, allowed 
women to vote in state and 
local elections. But Wyoming 
was just a territory. It took 
awhile, but some states fol-
lowed. However, these women 
were allowed to vote only in 
local and state elections. They 

still couldn't vote for president 
or Congress. 

 

The first serious movement to 
give women the right to vote 
was started in the early 1840s. 
It ended in 1848 with a na-
tional convention in Seneca 
Falls, New York. The leaders of 
this movement were Elizabeth 
Cady Stanton, Lucretia Mott, 
and Susan B. Anthony. At the 
convention, they drafted a 

Declaration of Sentiments and 
Resolutions, which said that 
"all men and women are cre-
ated equal."  

But women still couldn't vote. 
And it wasn't just America. 
Women couldn't vote anywhere 
in the world. New Zealand, in 
1893, became the first country 
in the world to grant women 
the right to vote in national 
elections. Great Britain had, in 
1869, given unmarried women 
the right to vote in local elec-
tions.  

(Again, it was thought that a 
woman's place was in the  
home, not in politics. Having 

the right to vote was thought 
to be equal to having the right 
to run for political office.)  

In 1866, Stanton and Anthony 
formed the Equal Rights Asso-
ciation, which wanted equal 
rights for all people, men and 
women, white and black.  

In 1872, more than a hundred 
women tried to vote in New 
Jersey. They were allowed to 
fill out ballots, but their ballots 
were ignored. Susan B. Anthony 
was arrested for trying to vote 
for president. She was con-
victed and ordered to pay 
$1,000.  

In 1884, Belva Lockwood ran 
for president on the National 
Equal Rights Party ticket. She 
got more than 4,000 votes in a 
total of six states. Lockwood 
was the first woman lawyer to 

argue cases before the Su-
preme Court.  

Hard to Believe! 

The Start of Something Big  
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The Victory is Won! 
Women did get elected to local 
offices. The town of Argonia, 
Kansas, elected America's first 
woman mayor, Susanna Salter, 
in 1887. Many states by this 
time had allowed women to 
vote in local and even state 
elections. But voting for presi-
dent and Congress was another 
matter. It was a lot more diffi-
cult to convince an entire na-
tion of people to do something.

In 1918, Canada and the United 
Kingdom granted women the 
right to vote. But American 
men held out, for the most 
part. Many men in American 
wanted women to vote. There 
just weren't enough of them. 
But the more women had pa-
rades and rallies and speeches 
and magazines calling for the 
right to vote, the more the 
lawmakers began to listen. 

Public opinion in America and 
worldwide was decidedly in 
favor of granting women the 
right to vote. 

Finally, the Nineteenth Amend-
ment was introduced in Con-
gress in 1919. One year later, it 
was passed. Women had won 
the right to vote.

What 
attitude are you convey-
ing?  Are you “infecting” 
others with good or bad 
moods?  Also, avoid peo-
ple who are notorious 
for their negative atti-
tudes.  Instead, try to 
surround yourself with 
positive people.

A: Nothing, really. It’s an easy age to remember and by age 40 women are starting to be at the age where their risk of developing 
breast cancer is high enough to start screening for it. Breast cancer is a disease of aging—the older you get, the more likely you 
are to get it. Forty puts you at an age where it’s appropriate to start looking.

A: There’s very low radiation from the x-ray. The risk of developing cancer from mammography approaches zero. The breast’s 
sensitivity to radiation decreases as a woman ages. By the time a woman reaches 40, it’s close to zero.

A: During a mammogram, you stand in front of a special x-ray machine and one breast at a time is placed on a flat plate that sits 
perpendicular to your body. A second plate is lowered on top of the breast and compresses it, making the breast flatter. An x-ray 
is taken while the breast is compressed.

A: There are a number of reasons. First, breast compression stabilizes the breast so it doesn’t move while pictures are being 
taken. We’re looking for tiny findings and if the picture is blurred, those findings are lost. Second, the breast is composed of lots 
of different structures and as they overlay each other, they can mimic or hide a cancer. The thinner the breast, the sharper the 
picture becomes.

[menstrual] cycle, she should schedule her mammogram when her breasts are least tender. Women who experience pain during 
the exam (or fear they’re going to) are frequently helped by taking aspirin or Tylenol beforehand.

A: Mammograms detect between 60 and 85 of breast cancers. Screenings with mammography reduce the risk of dying of breast 
cancer by 25 and 65 percent depending on which study you look at.

A: Don’t wear deodorant or talcum powder on the day of your exam as they can distort the results. Beyond that, the skill of both 
the person taking the mammogram and the person reading it factors into the equation. Higher volume places that do a lot of 
breast imaging tend to have better mammography both because they get a lot of practice and because people who are better at it 
want to do more of it so they tend to work at busy breast imaging centers.

A: The only difference between digital mammograms and film mammograms is simply the way the image is recorded—like a digi-
tal or film camera. It’s still the same mammogram. Studies have not clearly indicated an advantage for the general population of 
one type over the other.

A: There’s no upper age limit to mammograms. A woman should have one annually after age 40 for the rest of her life. For 
women who are at high risk for breast cancer, the current recommendation is an optional MRI [magnetic resonant imaging] in ad-
dition to the mammogram. Women should consult their physicians about this.

As you prepare to celebrate the fall harvest and Thanksgiving with your friends and family, consider sharing some of 
your time to help facilitate abundance for others. Louisville’s Dare to Care Food Bank is always looking for volun-
teers. With the holidays upon us, and in these uncertain economic times, the need couldn’t be greater. 

Dare to Care Food Bank was founded in 1971, when Louisville was confronted with the news that right in their own 
city, on Thanksgiving Day, a nine year old boy had died of starvation. The name Dare to Care became the call to arms 
of people throughout the area as they joined together to attack hunger in many of their neighborhoods. 

Mission 
Today, as stated on its website (www.daretocare.org), the mission of Dare to Care is to end hunger through partner-
ships, innovative programs and community engagement. With a special emphasis on the needs of infants and children, 
the elderly, and the ill and infirm, Dare to Care offers a variety of programs that have been established to help fulfill 
that mission such as the Food Bank Program, the Emergency Food Program, the Kid’s Café Program, Care Barrels, 
Check out Hunger and Patrol Against Hunger, amongst others.   
 
How Can YOU Help? Volunteer Opportunities 
There are many ways that you can be directly involved in supporting Dare to Care’s mission of feeding the hungry: 
 

 Sort food in the Dare to Care Food Bank warehouse (need scheduled groups of 8-22).

That's right. Only since 1920 have women been allowed to vote. The Nineteenth Amendment to the Constitution gave women the right to vote.
Why did this happen? Isn't America the land where "all men are created equal"? Well, yes and no. Since men have run the country and were in charge of passing the laws since our country began, they believed that women's place was in the home, not in politics. This belief extended to voting. The men who made the laws believed that their wives and daughters and mothers weren't informed enough about the men running for office to decide for themselves whom to vote for. Justice Cabinet awarding $1.7 million in domestic violence/
sexual assault prevention grants
Grant applications being accepted for Violence Against Women Act 

FRANKFORT, KY – Justice and Public Safety Cabinet Secretary J. Michael Brown announced today the Cabinet has approximately $1.7 million in federal grant funds to award to state and local groups that serve victims of domestic and sexual violence.
The Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) provides services to adult victims of domestic violence and sexual assault.  These services include therapy, group counseling, court advocacy, legal advocacy and follow-up.
Applications must be submitted via the on-line Kentucky Justice Grants Management System (GMS).  In previous years, applications were submitted via paper forms, delivered to the granting agency by a pre-determined deadline.  Beginning this year, all applications submitted to Kentucky Justice and Public Safety Cabinet agencies will be fully electronic.  Applicants are strongly encouraged to establish a user account and familiarize themselves with the system well in advance of the due date.  Please note: validation of new user accounts will take 48-72 hours.  On-line training videos and a user manual are available by following the links on the Grants Management Branch webpage, http://justice.ky.gov/departments/gmb.
Submission deadline for VAWA applications is October 17, 2008.  Applications and related information may be obtained by following the links on the Grants Management Branch webpage, http://justice.ky.gov/departments/gmb. Awards are scheduled to be announced in December 2008.

“Creating a Harvest for Others”



As you prepare to celebrate the fall harvest and Thanksgiving with your friends and family, consider sharing some of your time to help facilitate abundance for others. Louisville’s Dare to Care Food Bank is always looking for volunteers. With the holidays upon us, and in these uncertain economic times, the need couldn’t be greater.
Dare to Care Food Bank was founded in 1971, when Louisville was confronted with the news that right in their own city, on Thanksgiving Day, a nine year old boy had died of starvation. The name Dare to Care became the call to arms of people throughout the area as they joined together to attack hunger in many of their neighborhoods.
Mission
Today, as stated on its website (www.daretocare.org), the mission of Dare to Care is to end hunger through partnerships, innovative programs and community engagement. With a special emphasis on the needs of infants and children, the elderly, and the ill and infirm, Dare to Care offers a variety of programs that have been established to help fulfill that mission such as the Food Bank Program, the Emergency Food Program, the Kid’s Café Program, Care Barrels, Check out Hunger and Patrol Against Hunger, amongst others.

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Never had a mammogram before? If you’re like most women, you know you’re supposed to get this breast exam at age 40. You’ve likely heard that a mammogram is a kind of x-ray that helps detect breast tumors early. But beyond the basics, you’ve got a few questions about the test—not to mention a few worries. Does it hurt? Are there risks associated with the test? We asked Dr. D. David Dershaw, Director of Breast Imaging at Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center in New York City to walk us through the procedure. We think you’ll agree: there’s really nothing to worry about. 

Q: What’s so special about age 40? 
A: Nothing, really. It’s an easy age to remember and by age 40 women are starting to be at the age where their risk of developing breast cancer is high enough to start screening for it. Breast cancer is a disease of aging—the older you get, the more likely you are to get it. Forty puts you at an age where it’s appropriate to start looking. 

Q: Should women be worried about the radiation from the mammogram? 
A: There’s very low radiation from the x-ray. The risk of developing cancer from mammography approaches zero. The breast’s sensitivity to radiation decreases as a woman ages. By the time a woman reaches 40, it’s close to zero. 

Q: How is the test performed? 
A: During a mammogram, you stand in front of a special x-ray machine and one breast at a time is placed on a flat plate that sits perpendicular to your body. A second plate is lowered on top of the breast and compresses it, making the breast flatter. An x-ray is taken while the breast is compressed. 

Q: Why must the breast be compressed? 
A: There are a number of reasons. First, breast compression stabilizes the breast so it doesn’t move while pictures are being taken. We’re looking for tiny findings and if the picture is blurred, those findings are lost. Second, the breast is composed of lots of different structures and as they overlay each other, they can mimic or hide a cancer. The thinner the breast, the sharper the picture becomes. 

Q: Does it hurt? 
A: Compression is usually perceived as uncomfortable but it’s rarely perceived as truly painful. If a woman has pain during her [menstrual] cycle, she should schedule her mammogram when her breasts are least tender. Women who experience pain during the exam (or fear they’re going to) are frequently helped by taking aspirin or Tylenol beforehand.                                                                  
Q: Are big breasts harder to read than small ones? 
A: No. 

Q: How accurate is the test? 
A: Mammograms detect between 60 and 85 of breast cancers. Screenings with mammography reduce the risk of dying of breast cancer by 25 and 65 percent depending on which study you look at. 

Q: How can you make sure you get the most accurate mammogram possible? 
A: Don’t wear deodorant or talcum powder on the day of your exam as they can distort the results. Beyond that, the skill of both the person taking the mammogram and the person reading it factors into the equation. Higher volume places that do a lot of breast imaging tend to have better mammography both because they get a lot of practice and because people who are better at it want to do more of it so they tend to work at busy breast imaging centers. 

Q: Are digital mammograms better than the traditional ones? 
A: The only difference between digital mammograms and film mammograms is simply the way the image is recorded—like a digital or film camera. It’s still the same mammogram. Studies have not clearly indicated an advantage for the general population of one type over the other. 

Q: Anything else women should know? 
A: There’s no upper age limit to mammograms. A woman should have one annually after age 40 for the rest of her life. For women who are at high risk for breast cancer, the current recommendation is an optional MRI [magnetic resonant imaging] in addition to the mammogram. Women should consult their physicians about this.

Kentucky Federation of BPW Interim Board of Directors Meeting 
The first serious movement to give women the right to vote was started in the early 1840s. It ended in 1848 with a national convention in Seneca Falls, New York. The leaders of this movement were Elizabeth Cady Stanton, Lucretia Mott, and Susan B. Anthony. At the convention, they drafted a Declaration of Sentiments and Resolutions, which said that "all men and women are created equal." 
But women still couldn't vote. And it wasn't just America. Women couldn't vote anywhere in the world. New Zealand, in 1893, became the first country in the world to grant women the right to vote in national elections. Great Britain had, in 1869, given unmarried women the right to vote in local elections. 
(Again, it was thought that a woman's place was in the  home, not in politics. Having the right to vote was thought to be equal to having the right to run for political office.) 
In 1866, Stanton and Anthony formed the Equal Rights Association, which wanted equal rights for all people, men and women, white and black. 
In 1872, more than a hundred women tried to vote in New Jersey. They were allowed to fill out ballots, but their ballots were ignored. Susan B. Anthony was arrested for trying to vote for president. She was convicted and ordered to pay $1,000. 
In 1884, Belva Lockwood ran for president on the National Equal Rights Party ticket. She got more than 4,000 votes in a total of six states. Lockwood was the first woman lawyer to argue cases before the Supreme Court.
