60 Pecan halves. Toasted 
 
Place pretzels on a parchment or foil 
lined baking sheet. Place 1 piece of 
candy on top of each pretzel.  Bake at 
325 degrees for about 4 minutes or 
until the chocolate becomes shiny.  
Remove the pan from the oven and 
gently press one pecan half onto each 
pretzel.  Cool for 10 minutes then 
place sheet in refrigerator to set.  Store 
in a tin or airtight container.
